Some Interesting Old Sailing Terms ...

“A bone in her teeth” - a term used to describe a vessel moving fast through the water creating a
prominent white bow wave reminiscent of a dog with a bone in its mouth. Means “in a hurry” or

moving fast.

“Keel over” — a term used to describe a condition where a vessel has turned over so that its keel on the

underside of the hull is pointing upwards; usually disastrous. Commonly means “dropped dead.”

“Turn the Corner” - a term used to describe a ship’s rounding the stormy southern tip of Africa or
South America and pointing towards safer waters. Means going through a crisis and heading to a

calmer and safer place.

“Showing one’s True Colors” - After flying a false flag to deceive and approach enemies, this term
refers to the hoisting of the vessel’s actual flag immediately prior to attacking. Means the revealing of

one’s true nature.
